BENEFITS OF PAPAYA FOR HEALTH AND SKIN

This is a fruit which you come to love once you

develop a taste for it. It is not everyone’s favourite,
but those who love it find it hard to get by a morning
without digging into a bowl of freshly cubed papayas.

The orange-coloured flesh is very tempting indeed,
but what puts most people off, is the slight bitter

aftertaste that accompanies the otherwise sweet
fruit. This is the reason why children are often fussy

about it and instead go for mangoes, grapes, berries
etc. Have it on its own or team it with a mixed-fruit
bowl, Papaya is an energy booster.

Believed to be a native of Central America, growing
along the Caribbean coast, the tree was considered

sacred by the Mayans for its various medicinal
properties. The fruits are not the only segment of
the tree that was considered valuable, the leaves,

seeds, and flowers too possess healing powers. It
is also said that the great voyager Christopher

Columbus used to refer to it as “fruit of the angels”.
What makes papaya such an incredible ingredient is
the presence of the enzyme papain along with other

essential nutrients that work together to provide you
nature’s best.

The Benefits of Papaya

1. Digestion - The enzyme papain present in
papaya is known to aid digestion by breaking down

proteins. Therefore, a glass of papaya juice is
often recommended as a home remedy for

digestion-related problems or constipation.

2. Anti-inflammatory - Apart from papain, papaya
also contains other effective enzymes that help

against inflammation and promote healing of
burns.

3. Heart Disease and Cancer - Papaya is rich in

anti-oxidants and phytonutrients that work against
free radicals and therefore is said to protect the

body from possible heart diseases and cancer.

4. Diabetes - Many researchers have found that
the consumption of raw papaya could help

maintain blood sugar level and cholesterol because
of the high fiber content, thereby keeping a check

on diabetes. According to a study done by the
Centre of Excellence for Biomedical and
Biomaterials Research at the Mauritius University,
green tea and fermented papaya work together
as preventive means for diabetes. In some parts
of India, especially the North East, papaya flowers
are locally used as a preventive measure against
diabetes. The bitter flowers are lightly sautéed in
a little oil and consumed as a side to rice on a
regular basis.

5. Immunity - Papaya is a great source of vitamin
A, B, C, and K and is known as an excellent
immunity booster. It is great for the growth of
body tissues, including hair and skin. It helps in
maintaining collagen, the structural protein of
connective tissues. It is said that a medium-sized
papaya could provide you double your daily
requirement of vitamins.

6. Cleansing - Beauty experts too, often suggest
using slices of papaya as a natural skin cleanser
as the active enzymes work wonders to remove
impurities.

7. Arthritis - It is also rich in minerals such as
calcium, potassium, magnesium and copper.
Regular consumption helps in building up the
calcium bank in the body and in the long run
could help keep a check on arthritis.

8. Dengue - Papaya leaves are commonly used in
the treatment of dengue to help boost up the
count of platelets. Dr. Anju Sood, a Bangaluru-
based nutritionist says, “Dengue is an infection
which affects the blood platelets massively. A
simple remedy to get back the platelets count is
to give the patient a glass of papaya leaf juice.
It is prepared by grinding the leaves with a small
amount of water to extract the juice.” However,
dengue can prove to be fatal once it develops
into Dengue Hemorrhagic Fever which shuts down
the circulatory system.

9. Weight Loss - papaya is low in calories and
therefore proves to be the perfect option for
breakfast. A serving of 140 grams of the fruit
contains only 60 calories, with total fat 0.4 gram,
no cholesterol, 15.7 gram carbohydrates and 2.5

gram dietary fiber.
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DEMONETIZATION & EFFECT ON LABOUR

India's decision to scrap some high value notes will

significantly disrupt economic activities, which will result

in weaker consumption and show economic growth in

the immediate term.

Now that the deadline for evaluation of

demonetization is over, one can say that the

demonetization could benefit the economy in the

medium to long term, that is, after about 3 years

(medium term), provided of course, the government

takes up appropriate follow-up measures.

In the short run however, apart from the untold

misery it caused to people, it resulted in a reduction in

general consumption, thereby adversely affecting the

production. Even the general sector has been affected

badly due to cash shortage, and men and women have

been driven back to the hands of usurious interest

charging money lenders. A large number of Workers

have left the cities and have gone back to the native

place as businesses have closed down. Companies have

difficulties in paying wages in cash every fortnight or so.

Now these workers have started working in MNREGA

Schemes near their houses. Thus, their skills are lost for

the industrial World. Industrial Sector has also been

affected adversely. Two wheelers, automobiles, real estate

and construction have all shown falling demand. Textiles,

hosiery and garment industries have shut shop. One

will have to wait and see over the next six months for

the economy to feel the real effect; off-set of course,

by the regenerative steps that the government will take

like making hoarded black money available to public by

way of cheaper loans, lowering of Corporate and

individual tax rates, following up on unearthing the real

chunk of black money lying in the form of land, gold,

stocks, foreign currencies, etc.

Banks will be awash with funds. Actually these excess

funds are "liabilities" for the bank, and they will have to

be brought as cheap loans. All banks have lowered the

interest rates on loans. Thus with better availability of

credit one can see a fillip to consumption demand and

greater credit facilities. This should be good news in the

background of falling credit intake. But as interest rates

drop and the expenditure of the banks remain constant,

the operating margin available for the bank will narrow.

And hence, to meet the costs, banks will have to resort

to re-engineering and automation, which will, while

leading to increased productivity and lowering costs,

have its own effect on labour.

One more thing is also clear. With the falling value of

Indian Currency vis-a-vis the dollar, the IT industry,

including the other related ones, will see a more profitable

time, provided they resort to automation at lower level

jobs. That of course may adversely affect employment

opportunities. One is likely to see a greater "squeeze",

in the middle level IT and related jobs instead of relying

on arbitrage for reducing costs.

However, with the current trend of increasing the

"less cash" economy side, we can expect generation of

employment in the related mobile and Cash transfer

mechanism area. However, despite the government's

push, it is unlikely that there will be a cashless Society

even in the next 5 years. It will take its own time. Because

of the falling rupee, exports, pharma and private banks

may do well and afford good employment opportunities.

But when we see the other industries as we have

seen earlier, the year 2017 may prove to be a rather

difficult period. The problem is likely to continue till the

ripple effect of the demonetization subsides. It is not a

small thing that 86% of the money supply was

withdrawn at the stroke of the midnight on 8th Nov.

2016, especially when a huge mass of Indians did not

even possess a bank account; leave alone a credit card.

Irrespective of the issue whether demonetization was

successful or not, whether the government has

succeeded in doing away with graft is another story.

The black money in India over the generations has been

locked up in the form of land, gold and foreign currencies

and also in benami deals. In the given circumstances,

there is no need to guess on the effect on the black

money through the present demonetization process.

By demonetization, the government has struck hard

at the businesses and more viciously at the ordinary

workers - both industrial and rural - who are on

subsistence wage. The hotels do not have big crowds

and hence the employees have disappeared. If you add

up hundreds of such services, you will get the magnitude

of employees, who are displaced. At the same time, as

things stand, in the long run when we return to

normalcy, it will be a changed India. Some of the existing

businesses would have closed down, some changed due

to automation and new ones would have come up. In

an uncertain world, where a new equilibrium will be

brought about is not certain. Similarly, what its contents

will be at the equilibrium level is difficult to predict as of

now. In such uncertain times, labour will have to survive

by playing by the ear and its wit!
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PSBS DON'T HAVE MUCH TO BANK ON

The change public sector banks that have seen
no let up in asset quality pressure over the past
year now have to fend for themselves, going by
the mearly Rs. 10,000 crore that the Centre has
committed to infuse into these banks in 2017-18.
Considering that the profit for all PSBs put together
shrunk by 60 per cent in the first half of this fiscal,
and more pain is expected in the coming quarters,
the sum set aside by the Centre, will hardly meet
their capital requirements. The silver lining though,
is that the Finance Minister has assured additional
infusion where needed. In the 2015-16 Budget, the
Centre had laid out a meagre Rs. 7,000 crore for
capitalisation, which it revised during the latter part
of the fiscal; and infused an additional Rs. 20,000
crore into PSBs, given the sharp increase in bad
loans and their weak capital position.

The Budget has also offered only a modest tax
concession on the bad loan provisioning. This will
offer only a marginal relief to PSBs.

The background

In the last five years (2012-2017), the Centre
has infused about Rs. 89,000 crore into PSBs. But
inspite of the Centre’s largesse, PSBs banks have
seen a consistent fall in earnings owing to weak
credit growth, stressed margins and a sharp rise in
bad loan provisioning. The overall loan growth for all
PSBs put together was a meagre 4 per cent in 2015-
16, even as the Centre infused around Rs. 20,000
crore during the year. Hence, the Centre’s infusion,
has funded banks’ losses on account of rise in bad
loan provisioning rather than growth. The trend is
likely to continue as the loan growth for PSBs, in
particular continues to slip.

The Centre has stuck to the Rs. 70,000 crore
capital infusion plan for the period 2015-16 to 2018-
19 proposed under the Indradhanush scheme. But
this is grossly inadequate, given the persisting
concerns on asset quality and weak credit growth.

Bankers have been pitching for a 100 per cent
deduction on bad debt provisioning. But the Finance
Minister has only tinkered with the existing provisions
to offer a small respite to banks. From the existing
7.5 per cent of income (essentially operating income
after some adjustments), banks can now claim

deduction on bad loan provisions upto 8.5 per cent
of income.

The verdict

In the near term, banks such as UCO, Union
Bank, Central Bank of India, IOB, Syndicate Bank,
Dena Bank, Bank of Maharashtra, IDBI Bank, United
Bank and Allahabad Bank, may be impacted because
of the Centre’s tightfistedness regarding capital
infusion. These banks have relatively lower capital
buffer and high stock of bad loans.

The increase in cap on claiming deduction on
bad loan provisioning, will not offer significant relief
to PSBs earnings. For most of them, the provisioning
formed 90 per cent to over 100 per cent of their
operating profit in 2015-16. Hence they will only see
a token relief.

LABOUR REFORMS TO EASE LAYOFF FOR EMPLOYERS WITH 300 WORKERS

While labour reforms have not made much progress so far, the government may move quickly to enable establishments employing
up to 300 workers to lay off employees without government approval. Currently, this is permitted for establishments with up to 100
workers. Finance minister Arun Jaitley reaffirmed in the Union Budget for 2017-18 the government’s commitment to legislative
reforms geared to simplify, rationalise and amalgamate the 44 central labour laws into 4 codes — wages, industrial relations, social
security & welfare and safety & working conditions. Industry is looking for speedy action and enactment of these codes.

“The suggestion to have four labour codes is two years old and there was not too much for labour in an otherwise pragmatic
Budget,” said an expert in labour related matters. Immediately after assuming office, the Narendra Modi government took up the long-
pending labour reform initiative tipped to be the biggest ever since Independence, with the objective of making India a global
manufacturing hub and ensuring the ease of doing business, where India ranks poorly at 130. While the code on wages has been
gathering dust in the Cabinet secretariat for more than a year now, the code on industrial relations is also awaiting a nod. Labour
ministry sources said there was no clarity on when these two would be taken up for consideration. The drafting of the two other codes
is in progress.

Following Cabinet’s approval, these codes could be tabled in Parliament. However, there could be protests from political outfits
since the proposed rules prohibit politicians from becoming union leaders in organised sector establishments. Jaitley, however, said
the government was keen on fostering a conducive labour environment wherein labour rights were protected and harmonious
labour relations lead to higher productivity. The draft code on wages empowers the states to fix minimum wages and make national
minimum wages mandatory. These are central laws and not binding for the states to follow.   Courtesy : Financial Express
